An older child can use a rag to
wipe the table down and younger children can walk a few dishes at a time
over to the sink. By helping each other, it will go much faster. Once it is
all done you can enjoy family time by watching a movie, reading a story,
or playing a game together.

Instead of making dinner by yourself, ask
the family for some help. When everyone
works together, it is a special bonding
experience that brings families closer and
makes dinnertime much more fun.
